Bonus Craft Ideas

God made our hands for us to
use in work and play. Here are
some fun projects for your hands
to do.

Bird Puppet. Glue two craft sticks
together in the shape of a cross.

Take a small cardboard tube, and
cover it with colored paper. This will
be the bird’s body. Use more colored
paper to make the head, wings, feet,
and tail. You can make patterns for
these body parts by placing a piece
of thin paper over this page and
tracing the colored lines.

Take a piece of thread, two
feet long, and put it through the
tube. Tie the ends to the top and
bottom of the crossed sticks. Tape
an eight-inch piece of yarn to the
bottom of the body for legs. Tape

paper clips to the bottom of the feet
for extra weight. Poke a hole in
each foot to put the yarn through
and tie a knot. Glue the wings and
tail onto the body. Add eyes and a
beak to the head and tape it onto
the front string. Tie strings to the
ends of the stick crossbar and
fasten them to the feet, as you did
the yarn

Yummy Picture. Color in the
sky and ground on a piece of light-
weight cardboard. Arrange straight
and twisted pretzels on this back-
ground to make trees and a house.
Pretzels may be broken to the right
size. Glue the pretzels in place, and
add colored cereal loops to make
fruit, birds, and the sun.
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David’s Lamb. Paint or color one
end of a craft stick black. This will
be the lamb’s head. And eyes made
of paper or sequins. Clip two spring
clothespins onto the craft stick for
legs. Paint or color the legs black.
Glue on cotton for the lamb’s wool.
