Salvation in
Christ

LESSON: Romans 10:5-17

GOLDEN TEXT—"If thou shalt
confess with thy mouth the Lord
Jesus, and shait beiieve in thine
heart that God hath raised him
from the dead, thou shalt be
saved” (Romans 10:9).

Scripture Lesson Text

ROM. 10:5 For Mo'ses describeth the
rightecusness which is of the law, That the
man which doeth those things shall live by
them.

6 But the righteousness which is of faith
speaketh on this wise, Say not in thine
heart, Who shall ascend into heaven? (that
is, to bring Christ down from above:)

7 Or, Who shall descend inte the desp?
(that is, to bring up Christ again fram the
dead.)

8 But what saith it? The word is nigh
thee, even in thy mouth, and in thy heart:
that is, the word of faith, which we preach;

9 That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth
the Lord Je'sus, and shalt believe in thine
heart that God hath raised him from the dead,
thou shalt be saved.

10 For with the heart man believeth unto
righteousness; and with the mouth confes-
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11 For the scripture saith, Whosoever be-
lieveth on him shall not be ashamed.

12 Forthereis no difference betweenthe
Jew and the Greak: for the sama Lord over
all is rich unto all that call upon him.

13 For whosoever shall call upon the
name of the Lord shall be saved.

14 How then shall they call on him in
whom they have not believed? and how
shall they believe in him of whom they have
not heard? and how shall they hear without
a preacher?

15 And how shall they preach, except they
be sent? as it is written. How beautiful are the
feet of them that preach the gospel of peace,
and bring glad tidings of good things!

16 But they have not all obeyed the
gospel. For E-sa'ias saith, Lord, who hath
believed our report?

17 So then faith cometh by hearing, and
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NOTES ON THE LESSON

It is self-evident that we must teach
from known facts in order to introduce
the unknown or new ideas. In his epis-
tle to the Romans, the Apostle Paul re-
minded the believers about the Old
Testament Scriptures. Moses had said
that if a man kept the law perfectly, he
would live (cf. Lev. 18:5); yet no one
could truthfully claim to be righteous.
We cannot be a little bit holy and ex-
pect to get to heaven.

The way of the law was condemna-
tion. The way of faith is justification, for
the sin penalty was paid at the Cross.
The empty tomb is our proof.

Men may ask how to reach God.
Heaven is too high; earth is too sinful;
but the Lord Jesus became the bridge
from sinful man to a holy God.

God's way of salvation is so simple
that people stumble over it. It is as
close as our ears and mouths. We hear.
We believe, We acknowledge, We are
saved. Its simplicity does not mean
that salvation was cheap, however.

Paul reminded his Jewish brothers
that there is no difference between Jews
and Gentiles. All are sinners. Salvation is
offered to all. Whoever calls upon the
Lord Jesus shall be saved (Rom. 10:13).
This settles the question once and for all
for those who say there are many ways
to God (cf. John 14:6; Phil. 2:10-11).
There is no other way to be saved.

The lesson concludes with a mis-
sionary emphasis. How can people
know the only way to be saved unless
someone tells them? How can some-
one take God’s message unless other
people help him get to the field? Al-
though some will reject God’s Word,
others may find their lives transformed
as they hear, believe, and confess that
Jesus has saved them. God’s Word is
able to transform the worst sinner (cf.
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Primary Bible Teacher

THE OBJECT IN VIEW:

Show God's simple plan of salva-
tion, which He offers to all.

TRUTHS TO STRESS:

1. The only way to be saved is through
trusting Jesus’ sacrificial death.

2. If we truly believe and acknowledge
Jesus as our Saviour, we are saved.

3. We have a respensibility to share
the gospel with others.
